Here 18 some additional information 1 have compiled on the Michigan/New York
Haines family:

Elisha Haines married a woman named Abigail. They were members of Lexington
Bapust Church in Greene County, NY in and before 1821. fn 1828 Elisha was no longer
a member, however Abigail was still there which leads me to believe that Elisha must
have died before 1828. (this I got from the information you sent me)

Elisha’'s son Benjamin (and we are assuming that Aaron, Benjamin and possibly
Uriah(?), were sons of Elisha's) married Elizabeth Jersey in 1808 in Windham, Greene
Co. NY.

" ilizabeth was said to have many graces m;d 'g{laracter and mind. Together she and
Benjamin had 13 children, one died in infancy.‘ T8ok in their grandson Henry J. Haines
when he was 8 yrs old, and he stayed with them until he was 19. Their children were
as follows:

Benjamin Moved to Mich. in May of 1832. On Jan. 25, 1837 purchased land that was
taken up from the government 3 miles southwest of Dryden (160 acres). (section 22,
Dryden). He served in the War of 1812, Benjamin worked hard and eventually became

a very wealthy man.

Dlhizabeth's parents were Richard and Isabelle Palmer Jersey. They were married in
-ngall. Dutchess, NY (Jersey also spelled: Jarsey, Gersey)

Richards parents were Henry Jersey and Elizabeth Osburn of Dutchess Co. NY.

Came to Michigan in 1823 or 24 (with dau. Elizabeth and Benjamin Haines) from
Windom, New York. Christened March 7, 1761 in Reformed Church, Rhinebeck,
Dutchess, New York. Bought land in Romeo, Mi. in 1826. Later lived with son Henry.
Buried w/tfamily in the central cemetery of the twsp.

Children of Richard and Elizabeth:
I. Henry Jersey b.1-28-1791 d.4-19-1859 m. Sophia Price, was the third settler in Rome:

Mi. He supplied brick for building to the settlers of Romeo. He lived next to Benjamin
Haines in 1850. Children: George A. Jersey, Philly Jersey, Sarah A. Jersey. Henry was a
soldier in the War of 1812,

2. Richard Jersey b.10-12-1797 in Windom, NY. m.Sallie Reed, was a demorcrat.

3. Elizasbeth Jersey Haines b.1793

Henry Haines was born in Avon, NY. He was the first school teacher in Dryden, Mich.

We know that George Haines fought in Civil War, and had a wife named Caroline.

Oscar Haines was possibly one of Jesse James gang. In the book he is known as Horseshoe
Bill. He died poor in Lapeer, Co. and there is no marker for his grave.

Harlow Haines died Dec.2, 1864 Battle of Peterboro (Civil War) Aged 18yrs.

Rachel Haines died May 26, 1853 age 4yrs, 2mos, 28days.

Abel Haines married Nellie Eaton on Nov. 30, 1867 in Armada, Mi.

Abel Haines joined the Fifth Cavalry, Co. E. (Mich) on Aug. 16, 1862 at Armada for 3 yrs.
Mustered Aug. 27, 1862. Returned to regiment Aug. 8, 1863 from missing in action.
Promoted to Corporal. Mustered out at Fort Leavenworth, Kan June 23, 1865.

Owned a saw mill called Sandy Town in Almont, Michigan. This included a saw mill.
two big engines, a blacksmith shop, a boarding house, and a post office. The mill

burned down and one of the workers was blamed. This worker had wanted to marry
Aunt Mae, but was turned down. He bought his real estate in Lapeer Co. on March 18,
1872 at 1:00 for $350. Lived in Goodland twp., Lapeer Co. at the time. Worked with
horses. was the closest thing to a vet they had at the time. He died at his daughter
Mae's home of Cronic Hephitis. He was 5' 8" had a light complexion, bule eyes, and

Died of
Gastritis. May have been first or second cousin to Abraham Lincoln. She was of a sweet

Christian character, well liked within her home town.

Abel's son Abel worked on railroad for 40 years, and retired in 1946. A few years
before his retirement was awarded a medal for saving a train. One day while the men
were working on the tracks a jack became stuck under the lift truck. The men heard a
train coming and ran away from the tracks. Abel refused to give up and succeeded in
freeing the jack, saving the train. In doing this he was thrown off the tracks into the
veeds unconscious. A little black dog helped the men find him and saved his life.
Abel had a very kind and gentle nature. Lived in North Branch until 1920.
