January 27, 1813, an act was passed erecting Windham into three touns,
one of which was Greenland, the name Hunter first used in 1814. There were
few settlers before 1800, but the names of Samuel Haines and Herman Mason
appear in Windham records as pathmasters in 1798 and 1799.

At a town meeting held at the house of Daniel Bloomer April 6, 1813, it
was "Resolved, to have three assessors, three constables, one pound near the
house of Daniel Bloomer, and nine fence viewers." Twenty-five roadmasters were
appointed and the following officials elected:

Samuel Haines -- Assessor Samuel Haines -- Poor Master (p. 92)

According to the New York Gazetteer, the people who first settled here
were "Tory cow boys from Putnam County, and their property was confiscated by
the Whigs;" but the names of many of the settlers are synonymous with those
of the touwns of Jewett and Lexington, making it difficult to be certain to
which town they rightfully belong. (p. 92)

Tannersville
...It is said that the first settlers had their property confiscated by

Whigs, and that these persons or families were Samuel, Elisha and John Haines,
who trailed from Kingston through Mink Hollow, in 1791...John Haines was
the first birth in this section. (p. 58)

Hunter

...It was taken from the town of Windham in 1813, the section being known
as Greenland. The earliest settlers were the Haines family, Samuel, John,
and Elisha, who came from Connecticut. (p. 467)

Richard Haines and his Descendants: A (Quaker Family of Burlington County, New
Jersey, John Wesley Haines.

Samuel Haines, b. 17463 d. 1822; m. Putnam Co., N.Y., Sarah Townsend, b. 1750;
d. 1830. He and his brother Elisha are said to have been the first settlers
in Hunter, Greene Co., N.Y., and were founders of Haines Falls. They first
settled on Schoharie Kill in 1779, and said to have built a small log house
near where Tannersville now stands. At this time the country was a mountain
wilderness, and the location of their settlement was not discovered until
about 1786. It has been intimated that they were Tory cow boys, and were
forced to leave Putnam Co. His will was probated May 27, 1823. (p. 339)
